WHAT IS HÖRPOL?

HÖRPOL is a free audio guide through Ber-

lin Mitte for people from the age of fourteen. A 

tour past fashion shops and music clubs, cafés and 

lawns for sunbathing, along the banks of the river 

Spree. Sometimes temper tantrum, sometimes 

declaration of love. With rock music and hip-hop. 

With radio plays and reports. About yesterday 

and tomorrow. 

HÖRPOL tells you stories in exactly the loca-

tions where they took place. HÖRPOL gives 

away secrets, reveals madness and lies, hate, des-

peration and hope, relates Jewish history, tells of 

courage and respect, of freedom and love.

WHERE IS HÖRPOL?

HÖRPOL is in Berlin Mitte. The locations of the places 
the audio stations were produced for are marked on the 
city map. They are called: PARTY, COURAGE, TODAY!, 
KISS, AMERICA... The best way to get to the locations is 
per U-Bahn (underground) or S-Bahn (urban railway). You‘ll 
fi nd the train stations on the map. 

There‘s no prescribed route: You can begin wherever 
you want. You decide which way to take. And you can stop 
whenever you‘ve had enough.

HOW DOES HÖRPOL WORK?

HÖRPOL is free of charge. All you need is this city 

map, an MP3 player or an MP3-capable mobile phone 

with earphones. You will fi nd the MP3s in the download 

section on the website: www.hoerpol.de
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HÖRPOL will challenge you, it en-
tails risks and side effects, will make 
you doubt, become angry, dance, 
laugh – asks you who you are.

KISS On the banks of the river Spree, 
next to Tucholskystraße

MILK In front of St. Hedwig hospital, Große 
Hamburger Straße 5 –11

NO! Rosenstraße, next to the memorial
